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            Lenah Run Pool Rules

*Due to these unprecedented times, any of the information in the 2020 Pool Rules is subject to change, so please make sure to have a login to the association website for the most up to date information regarding the pool at www.lenahrun.net*
Phase 3 Pool Rules:
· Given the current COVID-19 situation, additional rules have been implemented as outlined in this document. Specific attention is drawn to the following:

· It should be expressly understood that if you, a member of your household or if you have come into contact with someone with COVID-19 symptoms, you are not permitted to access the Lenah Run pool facility until measures outlined by the CDC, Commonwealth of Virginia and other parties have been satisfied 

· It is the responsibility of each pool user, not the Proprietary, its managers, contracted entities or agents for your compliance with applicable COVID-19 requirements / guidelines

· Your use of the pool represents your agreement with this document and other requirements stated and represented by the Proprietary
· Reservations must be made to in order to use the pool through https://lenahrunhoa.getomnify.com/. A waiver of liability will need to be agreed upon before confirming your slot. Furthermore, you must have read and understood Executive Order 61 as issued by the Commonwealth of Virginia prior to completing the sign up process. This executive order provides important information on pool use. As part of the sign-up process, you will be required to affirm that you have read, understood and will adhere to Executive Order 61. Please note that you will need to present email confirmation of your booking in order to access the pool, and you will not be allowed entry if there are more patrons with you than who were confirmed inside the scheduling app. 
· Swim slots are 45 minutes each and patrons will need to leave immediately after their session is completed.
· Patrons must bring their own chairs, as Lenah Run will not be supplying pool furniture in 2020 due to the cleaning restrictions
· No food will be permitted on deck, drink will be allowed.
· No guests will be permitted.
· Pool toys such as floats, noodles, or pool games will not be permitted.

· The children’s wading pool will not be open during Phase 3. 
· Patrons are responsible for compliance with Executive Order 61 to include, without limitation, social distancing inside the pool and deck area.

· When entering the pool facility, patrons will need to submit confirmation of their booking, as well as submit to a non-contact temperature check, and a Covid-19 Screening Questionnaire.
1. The Proprietary is represented by the managers and lifeguards, who have been instructed in the rules of the pool.  Conflicts shall be addressed with the acting Pool Manager, who will bring the issue to the Proprietary or its designated appointees if it cannot be satisfactorily resolved.

2. Certified lifeguards will be on duty at all times that the pool is open.  They have authority to use their discretion to enforce the rules and maintain a safe and healthy environment.  The Manager is in charge of the pool and is there for the protection of persons using the pool.  The Manager has the authority to require anyone to leave the pool area for infractions of the rules or when safety is threatened.  The pool manager may prohibit entry to anyone for up to two (2) days for each violation.  

3. Safety is of primary concern to the Proprietary and its members.  All persons using the pool do so at their own risk and agree to abide by the rules for use of the facility.  The Proprietary assumes no responsibility for any accident or injury in connection with such use or for any loss or damage to personal property.  Residents (unit owners and tenants) are responsible for the actions of their children and associated parties. 
4. Children age nine years or under must be accompanied and supervised by a responsible person age fourteen years or older while in the pool area.  Children age 10, 11, 12 and 13 may use the pool unaccompanied only after successful completion of a swim test (swim a length of the pool unassisted and tread water for 1 min.) administered by the pool lifeguard.

5. No person shall use the pool facilities unless the pool is officially open and lifeguards are on duty.  Unauthorized persons found inside the pool enclosure when the pool is closed will lose their privileges for the remainder of the summer and risk prosecution for trespassing.

6. All bathers shall take a shower using soap and warm water and thoroughly rinsing off before entering the pool.  (Parents are encouraged to instruct their children.)

7. Persons who have any COVID-19 symptoms or obvious infections (colds, lesions, open sores, etc.) will not be allowed in the pool.  Sanitary habits are the responsibility of everyone and anyone displaying improper behavior will be asked to leave the pool area.

8. No Smoking is permitted within the confines of the pool area or bathhouse.

9. Breakable objects (glass, brittle plastics, etc.) are not permitted in the pool area; coolers may be inspected.

10. Swimmers must wear proper and appropriate bathing attire.  No thongs, cut-offs, jeans or other inappropriate attire will be permitted. 

11. Persons must stay clear of the guard stations at all times. 
12. Persons who demonstrate an inability to swim to the lifeguard on duty will not be permitted in the deep end of the pool.

13. No large play equipment, playpens, wheeled vehicles, etc.  (Except wheel chairs and strollers) are permitted in the pool area.  No inline skates, skateboards, bikes and scooters are permitted.

14. No pets, except Seeing Eye dogs, are permitted in the pool area.

15. Instructional/safety flotation devices may be permitted when used under the direct supervision, within an arm's length, of a responsible adult.  It is encouraged that these devices be only those approved by the US Coast Guard or water wings.  Small rafts and balls may be permitted in the pool area at the discretion of the Pool Manager on duty.

16. Running, pushing, wrestling, standing or sitting on another's shoulders, are prohibited in the pool area.

17. No diving is permitted.

18. All refuse must be placed in containers provided for this purpose.  Keeping the facility clean is everyone's responsibility.

19. Diaper-age children must wear either swim diapers or disposable diapers with proper fitting rubber pants.  All diaper-aged children must also wear a bathing suit over their diapers. 

20. The pool may be closed at the discretion of the Pool Manager on duty in case of lightning, rain, cloudy overcast weather and ambient temperature below sixty (65) degrees Fahrenheit or operational breakdown.  The pool will generally remain closed for at least thirty (30) minutes after audible thunder or sixty (60) minutes after the last occurrence of visual lightening.

21. Radios, when used with headphones, are permitted in the pool area.  At no time during regular swimming pool hours will radios without headphones be permitted.

22. Gum chewing is prohibited in the pool area.

23. Steps and ladders into the main pool are to be used for ingress and egress purposes only and shall be kept clear at all times.  Sitting or playing on the steps or the ladders is not permitted.

24. Water guns of all types will not be permitted within the confines of the pool.  This includes "super soaker type" guns as well as small water pistols.
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
